Babich is situated in the north central urban
area and covers approximately three km? The
area has a mix of land uses including residential,
commercial, industrial, institutional, agricultural,
schools, and parks. Landmarks include historic
downtown, Abbotsford Mission Recycling Depot,
Discovery Trail, and Ritchie Smith Feed Mill.

Babich has a population of 5,100, with 20

to 29 years old as the dominant age group.
The population is expected to reach 8,000 by
2036.

The OCP vision for Babich focuses on maintaining the general character of the area.
Mixed use and higher density residential nodes will develop between South Fraser
Way and George Ferguson Way, with South Fraser Way designated as a primary
transit priority corridor. The area of Babich that incorporates downtown will see
additional development supporting the historic downtown. The industrial areas
between Maclure Road and Gladys Avenue / Highway 11 will remain employment
areas.
