PURPOSE:

To ensure that the display of street banners across public property meets City guidelines.

AUTHORITY:

Local Government Act.

POLICY:

1. Only street banners owned by the City, erected on, over or across City property, which display
only public information messages of the City, or promote or advertise City organized or
conducted events, will be considered for display.

2. Street banners shall be displayed across City property at the following locations:

i) South Fraser Way at Fairlane;
i)  South Fraser Way at Southdale;
iiiy Clearbrook Road at Madiera; and

iv) Pauline Street at Essendene.

3. Street banners shall be designed in accordance with City Drawing No. M-384 and approved by
the City’s Engineering Services before display.
