Having a basic emergency kit assembled in your vehicle ensures that you are
safe if you were to become stranded.

¢ At home, ensure you have the ability to be self sufficient for a minimum of "72
Hours" in the event of power outages. Have a plan. Assemble an emergency kit
that would provide for the basic essentials for all members of your family
including pets during these times.

¢ Do not use propane or natural gas fire appliance indoors (barbeques, space
heaters etc.)
