When in doubt.. talk to the Location Manager
o] ASSISTANT LOCATION MANAGER (ALM) or the Assistant Location Manager.
On-location logistics and is the key point of
contact between crew and the community. The Locations Department can be a great

resource to you and will help find answers to
your questions while adjusting to meet shifting
circumstances.

— TRAINEE ASSISTANT LOCATION MANAGER (TAL)
Usually found in the production office. Applies for
permits, handles paperwork, etc.

PRODUCTION ASSISTANT (PA)
A Responsible for handing out notification forms,
communicating to the public, and assisting on set.
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All productions have large budgets. Every production has a different budget, and not every production will provide
the same compensation.

Location Managers get to keep any

portion of the budget that isn't used. No one gets to keep any portion of the budget that isn’t used.

Every production should pay me the same Impact to your property will be different for every production, and so will the
compensation fee every time. compensation. There is no such thing as flat rate fee.

When your property is directly used for USE OF
filming activity, you can negotiate a use BUSINESS

fee with production prior to filming.
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IMPACT On occasion, a production will know ahead of

time that they will likely impact your business
and may negotiate an impact fee in advance.
These are on a case-by-case basis since
impact will vary.
